Dear dr. Sufi Desrini,

We are pleased to submit our manuscript entitled "Regional Pericarditis with Reciprocal ECG Changes Mimicking Inferior ST-Elevation Myocardial Infarction (STEMI)," for consideration as a case report. I want to propose the case report of an uncommon form of the pericardial disease, regional pericarditis. We found that regional pericarditis with reciprocal ECG changes, in this case, was nearly indistinguishable to STEMI. Although rare, regional pericarditis can be a differential diagnosis in patients with acute chest pain and focal ST-segment elevation. 

This case will describe an uncommon form of pericarditis with clinical, and ECG presentation resembles the STEMI, which initially misdiagnosed. The clinical diagnosis of regional pericarditis has confirmed with Cardiac Magnetic Resonance (CMR) imaging. The reader can learn from our experience that regional pericarditis is one of the possible cause in a patient with the presentation of acute chest pain and focal ST-segment elevation on ECG, mainly when the cardiac biomarker and coronary angiography is normal.  

This manuscript has not been previously published and is not under consideration in the same or substantially similar form in any other peer-reviewed media. We presented an earlier version of the manuscript as a poster at the Annual Scientific Meeting of Indonesian Heart Association (ASMIHA) in Jakarta, in 2018, but the full-text paper has not been published anywhere previously.
