We are pleased to submit our manuscript entitled: “ROLE OF PILI PROTEIN 85 KDA Escherichia coli BACTERIA AS ADHESIN AND HEMAGGLUTININ PROTEIN”, for consideration as an original article. This study is a true experimental and descriptive study. The pili protein 85 kDa of E. coli bacteria obtained was then performed a correlation-regression test to determine the relationship between the 85 kDa pili dilution titer and the adhesion index. We found/illustrate pili protein 85 kDa E. coli bacteria have a role as an adhesin protein and do not have a role as a hemagglutinin protein.
There are several strategies to prevent and treat E. coli bacterial infections to reducing the rate of MDR. One of them is by developing protein-based vaccines. On the outer membrane of E. coli, there are surface proteins that play a role in virulence factors. Pili is one of the surface proteins that can mediate attachment of bacteria with host cells (adhesin or hemagglutinin) and can be used as a candidate for protein-based vaccines.
